Nissan Card Corporate Membership Agreement and Card User Agreement (for personal

account settlement)

mmmGeneral Provisions mam

(Members and Corporate Members)

Article 1 Nissan Card Corporate Members (hereinafter referred to as "Corporate
Members").Nissan Financial Services Co., Ltd. (hereinafter referred to as "We"), with the
approval of this Agreement.Credit cards issued by (hereinafter referred to as "cards").A
juridical person or association (hereinafter referred to as a "juridical person") for which the
issuance of the card has been applied for and the issuance of the card has been accepted by
us.) is said.Such approval shall constitute the contract.

2. The corporate information of a corporate member shall be used by us, and such corporate
information shall be provided by us to Nissan Motor Co., Ltd. and used by Nissan Motor Co.,
Ltd., which shall be accepted by the corporate member.

(Credit card usage unit, control manager, and card user)

Article 2 An organization that uses a card when applying for the issuance of a card (hereinafter
referred to as the "card utilization unit").) And the person responsible for management of
each card use unit (hereinafter referred to as the "Management Representative").) shall be
specified.Provided, however, that the credit card usage unit shall be the department, section,
sales office, etc. of the corporation, and the person responsible for management shall be the
officers and employees belonging to the credit card usage unit.

2. The person responsible for management shall use the card on behalf of a corporate member
(hereinafter referred to as the "card user").) shall be notified in the prescribed
manner.Provided, however, that the card user shall be an officer or employee belonging to
the card usage unit and shall apply to us to become a card user upon approval of this
Agreement and shall be deemed appropriate by us.

3. A corporate member shall designate a contact person in the prescribed manner for the purpose
of contacting us, and shall be deemed to have sent a card and mail, and contact and notice
from us shall be deemed to have been given to a corporate member by notifying the contact

person.

(Use of Cards and Liability of Corporate Members)

Article 3 The purpose of use of the Card shall be limited to those of commercial nature, and
corporate members shall bear any and all liabilities arising from the use of the Card User's
Card and various services, and it shall be confirmed that the Card User shall not bear such
liabilities.

2. A corporate member shall entrust payment for the use of the shopping services used by the

card user to the said card user, and the said card user shall pay the said use fees to us in
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accordance with the provisions of Article 8 based on the said entrustment.

3. A corporate member shall have a card user comply with this Agreement at his/her own
responsibility, and all liabilities and damages arising from the breach by the card user of
this Agreement shall be the responsibility of the corporate member.

(Issuance and Management of Cards)

Article 4 The issuance of a card to a corporate member shall be made by lending the card to the
card user.In principle, the card and membership agreement shall be sent to the person
responsible for management per card use.Provided, however, that if a different method of
sending a card is specified, the card shall be sent according to that method.

2. If the card is loaned by us, the card user shall immediately sign the card in the signature
section of the card.

3. The ownership of the card belongs to us, and information such as the card number, expiry
date, security code, etc. indicated on the card and the card with the care of a good manager
for corporate members and card users (hereinafter referred to as "Card Information").) shall
be used and stored.In addition, the card user shall not destroy, disassemble, or leak, copy,
falsify, or analyze the information stored on the card.

4. Cards and card information may only be used by the card user himself/herself indicated on
the card for the purposes set forth in Article 3, and the possession of the card, such as
lending, assigning or providing as security to another person, may not be transferred to a
third party, or the card information may not be used by another person.

5. In the event that a Card is used in violation of the preceding three paragraphs, the Corporate
Member shall be responsible for payment of the charges incurred. However, this shall not
apply if the Company recognizes that there is no willful misconduct or negligence on the
part of the Corporate Member or Card User, based on the management of the Card or Card
Information, etc.

6. The expiration date of the card shall be the date specified by us and the card will be printed
on the surface of the card.

7. In the event the expiration date of the Card comes, if deemed appropriate as a corporate
member and a card user, the new card and membership contract shall be sent to the
destination designated in advance by the Administrative Agent.Note, however, that the
membership agreement shall remain in effect even after the expiration date for payment by

using the card, etc. within the expiration date.

(Card Annual Membership Fee)

Article 5 The corporate member shall pay us the prescribed annual fee.

2. The date and method of payment of the annual membership fee shall be in accordance with
the time and method prescribed by us.

3. The annual membership fee already paid shall not be returned for any reason whatsoever in

the event of withdrawal from membership or rescission of membership.

(security code)

Article 6 We register a security code (four-digit number) for each card and notify the card user
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of the security code.

2. The Card User shall manage the PIN with the care of a good manager so that the PIN is not
known to any third party.

3. When a registered PIN is used in connection with the use of a card, the corporate member
shall be liable for payment of all debts arising from such use, even if the use is made by a
third party. However, this shall not apply if the Company recognizes that the card user has
not committed any intentional or negligent act based on the circumstances surrounding the

management of the PIN.

(card availability frame)

Article 7 With respect to the shopping services stipulated in Article 23, Paragraph 1, the
Company may use the credit card to the extent requested by a corporate member in the
prescribed manner when notifying the card user, and the card user may use the credit card
to the extent that the outstanding balance does not exceed the applicable usable limit after
examination.The purchase price of the shopping service includes the purchase price of the
product by the card, the receipt of the service, the annual fee, the price of mail order and
telephone reservation sales, and other charges and other charges for all the products and
services provided by us.

2. The amount of use per card shall be referred to as the Member Shop in Japan (hereinafter
"Domestic Member Shop").At the amount determined by us, the Member Shop outside
Japan (hereinafter referred to as the "Overseas Member Shop") and the Domestic Member
Shop and the Overseas Member Shop are collectively referred to as the "Member Shop".Visa
World Wide Pte Limited (hereinafter referred to as the "Internationally Affiliated
Organization").The amount shall be up to the amount determined by).Provided, however,
that when using the card, the Member Shop may use the card in excess of this amount if it
obtains our approval through the Member Shop.

3. The credit card availability limit may be increased or decreased if deemed necessary by us.

4. If a cardholder uses a card in excess of the credit limit, the cardholder may be required to pay
all or part of the card usage charges upon request by the Company, notwithstanding Article
8-1.

(Settlement of Purchase money)

Article 8 Shopping services (including commissions) stipulated in Clause 1 of Article 23.The
payment for use shall, in principle, be closed on the 10th day of each month and on the 5th
day of the following month (in the case of a financial institution holiday, on the business day
of the following financial institution, hereinafter referred to as the "Contract Payment
Date").Deposit account (hereinafter referred to as "deposit account for payment") agreed
upon in advance by the card user with a financial institution.) will be paid by the account
transfer method.Due to administrative circumstances, payment may be made on the day
designated by us after the second month after next.Provided, however, that in the event the
consent of the Company is obtained in advance, the payment method shall be separately set
forth and such payment method may be substituted for the above.

2. The Payment Deposit Account set forth in the preceding paragraph shall be limited to the

deposit account opened by the card user for the purpose of settling such advance money with
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the corporation in the event the card user pays the expenses on behalf of the corporation for
the business of the corporation.In addition, the card user shall approve in advance that we
will notify the corporate member of the payment account.

3.If the card user's payment at an overseas affiliated store is shown in foreign currency, the
payment will be converted to Japanese yen. The conversion to Japanese yen shall be based
on the exchange rate applied at the time the payment for use is processed by the settlement
center of the international affiliated organization, plus the prescribed fee rate as foreign
exchange processing expenses.

4. We shall notify in writing or by electromagnetic means of the monthly payment amount
pursuant to Clauses 1 and 3 as a statement of use to the party to whom the card user has
notified in advance by the end of the month prior to the month of payment.The card user
shall promptly check whether the contents of the statement of use are the contents of the
card user's own use, and make an inquiry or confirmation of the contents of the statement
of use to us within 20 days of receipt of notice. If no objection is filed within this period, it
shall be deemed that the contents of the sales and the balance stated in the statement of
use have been approved.

5. The card user shall agree in advance that we shall send the list of usage details of the card
user to a corporate member.

6. In the event that the account transfer of the purchase money as set forth in Paragraph 1 is
not possible due to the insufficient balance of deposit in the Payment Deposit Account, the
Company shall be entitled to transfer all or part of the purchase money to the account on
any day after the Contract Payment Date in accordance with an agreement with a financial
institution.

7. The card user shall approve in advance that we will notify the corporate member of the fact
that the credit card user is unable to transfer the payment to the account.

8. In the event a corporate member is unable to make a transfer to the account for use from the
Payment Deposit Account, the corporate member shall pay the payment for use to us in
accordance with our instructions.

9. The settlement between the corporate member and the card user concerning the payment of
the charges for use shall be made between the corporate member and the card user on a

responsible basis, and we shall not assume any responsibility in connection therewith.

(Order of Priority for Allocation of Payments, etc.)
Article 9 In the event the amount of payment is insufficient to fully pay the payment obligation,
no objection shall be made by appropriating the amount to any obligation in the order and

in such manner as deemed appropriate by Us without notice.

(Burden of Expenses)

Article 10 Credit costs and taxes and other public charges incurred by payment methods other
than those set forth in Article 8 for the convenience of a corporate member shall be borne

by the corporate member even after withdrawal from the membership.

(Withdrawal and Cancellation and Return of Card)
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Article 11 A corporate member may withdraw from membership, abolish a specific credit card
usage unit, or rescind the use of a specific credit card user at any time by following the
prescribed procedures addressed to us.In this case, we may be asked to pay the remaining
debts in full.

2. In the event either a corporate member or a card user falls under any of the following items,
or in the event that the Company otherwise finds it inappropriate as a corporate member,
credit card user unit, or card user, the Company may suspend the use of all or part of the
card and ancillary services, revoke the membership of a corporate member, abolish the
specific credit card usage unit, or revoke the qualification of a specific card user without
requiring any notice or notice.In addition, the Member Shop may notify or register the
invalidity of the card.

(D In the event of a false report

@ 1In the event of any violation of any of the Terms and Conditions

@ Inthe event that a corporate member fails to perform its obligation to pay or to guarantee
us

@ In the event of a material change in the credit standing of a corporate member

(® Inthe event that we acknowledge that the status of use of the card is inappropriate, such
as the purchase of products for the purpose of realization or illegal transactions

©® In the event of any of the items in Paragraph 1 or 2 of Article 13

(@ In the event no valid payment account is submitted for the account transfer procedure
set forth in Paragraph 1 of Article 8.

When a corporate member or card user no longer has a contact in Japan

©@ When a card user dies

3. In the case of the preceding two paragraphs, said corporate member and card user shall agree
to the following matters.

(D The Membership Agreement shall remain in effect until the payment of the obligation
arising from the use of such card is completed.

@ The Member Shop and the card user shall promptly change the payment method to the
Member Shop with the registered membership number, etc., and shall pay the Member
Shop if the Member Shop generates continuous sales such as communication charges.

4. In the event of withdrawal or withdrawal of qualification, a corporate member shall return or
cut and destroy all cards of the card user, and in the event of withdrawal or withdrawal of
qualification of a specific card user, the card of the applicable card user, to us in accordance
with the method instructed by us.

5. In the event the card is used after withdrawal from membership, revocation of qualification,
or revocation of use of the card, the Company shall immediately pay the amount equivalent

to the purchase price.

(Re-examination of Membership Status)

Article 12 We conduct periodic and irregular re-examinations of the eligibility of corporate
members and card users after issuance of the card.In this case, the corporate member and
the card user shall comply with our instructions, such as submitting materials required by

the corporate member as required by us.
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(Forfeiture of Benefit of Term)

Article 13 In the event a corporate member falls under any of the following grounds, the
corporate member shall automatically lose the benefit of the due date with regard to the full
amount of the obligation to pay and shall immediately perform such obligation:

@ In the event of a delay in the payment of the purchase money at least once on the due
date for payment

@ When a bill, note or check drawn by the person is dishonored or when the payment by
the person is suspended

@ In the event of a petition for attachment, provisional attachment, preservative
attachment, provisional disposition, or disposition for failure to pay

@ In the event of the filing of a petition for bankruptcy, civil rehabilitation, special
liquidation, or corporate reorganization, or the filing of such petition by itself;

2. In the event any corporate member or card user falls under any of the following grounds, a
corporate member shall lose the benefit of the due date with regard to the full amount of
the obligation to pay and shall immediately perform such obligation upon our request:

(D The employee pledges, assigns, leases or otherwise infringes upon the ownership of the
Goods.

@ In the event of a breach of any of its obligations under this Agreement and the breach
thereof constitutes a material breach of this Agreement

(® When the credit standing of a corporate member has deteriorated significantly

@ When a juridical person member has lost the qualification, or when the card user has
rescinded the use of the card

(® When a corporate member or card user is found to be in violation of Article 19(2) or (3),
or when a report is not submitted within a reasonable period of time by a corporate

member or card user despite our request for a report under Article 19(4)

(Late Payment Charges)

Article14 If you are unable to make payment in full on the due date set forth in these Terms,
you will be liable for delay damages against the amount due from the day following the due
date until the due date, or if you forfeit the benefit of time with respect to any obligation
under these Terms, from the day following the forfeit of the benefit of time until the due
date, at the rate of 14.6% per annum on the remaining principal amount of the obligation
payable. In this case, the calculation method is based on the daily calculation of 365 days in

a year (366 days in a leap year).

(Liability and Compensation for Damages in the Case of Stolen or Lost Card)

Article 15 Corporate members and card users shall steal, fraud, embezzle, or illegally acquire
card information, or lose cards (hereinafter referred to as "theft, etc.").In the event of such
an occurrence, the employee shall promptly contact us and report it to the nearest police
station.

2. In the event the card or card information is used improperly by a third party due to the theft
of the card, payment of the proceeds shall be the responsibility of the corporate
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member.Provided, however, that we shall fully indemnify any damage incurred by a

corporate member except in the following cases:

(D Cases arising from the willful act or gross negligence of a corporate member or card user

@ Inthe case of theft, etc. committed by an officer or employee of a juridical person member
or by a card user

@ In the case of theft, etc. committed by a person concerned with a card user or committed
by the person concerned, such as a family member of the card user, a person living with
the card, a detainee, or any other person who takes care of his/her surroundings as
entrusted by the card user

@ When a card is used by a third party in violation of Article 4(4)

® In the event of unauthorized use occurring prior to 61 days from the date of receipt of
the notification of theft, etc. from either a corporate member or a card user

©® In the event of unauthorized use by taking advantage of significant disturbance of order
caused by war, earthquake, etc.

(@ In the event of theft, etc. in a situation in violation of this Agreement

Where a corporate member or card user fails to submit the documents requested by us,
misrepresentation is made on the submitted documents, or does not cooperate in the
investigation of damage

@ In the event the registered security code is used when using the card (except in the event
that the proviso of Paragraph 3 of Article 6 applies))

3. The card will be reissued in the event of a card theft, etc., if deemed appropriate by us.In this

case, we will be charged the prescribed fee.

(Changes in Notified Matters)

Article 16 In the event of any change in the name of the company/organization, representative,
address, name of card use unit, administrator, contact person, telephone number, matters
notified to us pursuant to the laws and regulations, name of the card user, department to
which he or she belongs, address, deposit account for payment, etc., the corporate
member/association and the user of the card shall promptly follow the prescribed change
procedures.

2. In the event a notice, document, or any other item sent by us has been delayed or has not
arrived due to the lack of procedures for change as set forth in the preceding paragraph,
such item shall be deemed to have arrived when it should normally arrive.Provided,
however, that the foregoing shall not apply when we acknowledge that there are
unavoidable circumstances regarding the failure to follow the procedures set forth in the
preceding clause.

3. In the event the card user retires from the applicable corporation, the corporate member shall
immediately submit a notice of cancellation to the user of the applicable card in accordance
with Paragraph 1 of Article 11 hereof.

4. In the event there are any differences in the contents of various transactions between a
corporate member and us, among the contents collected by us based on the contents notified
to us by a corporate member or documents issued by a public organization, the Company

may change the contents to the latest delivery or collection contents.
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(Application of Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Control Laws and Regulations, etc.)

Article 17 When using a card at an overseas Member Shop, if a permit, certificate, or other
document is required according to the laws and regulations that are or will be applied, the
Member Shop shall submit it upon request from us.In addition, the Member Shop shall
comply with the restriction or suspension of the use of the card at the overseas franchise.

(Entrustment of Business)

Article 18 A corporate member and a card user shall agree in advance that we shall entrust
computer work related to credit card operations, payment and settlement work, and other
affairs incidental thereto to the company that has concluded a business consignment

contract with us.

(Other Matters for Approval)

Article 19Corporate members and card users shall agree in advance to the following

(D When we deem it necessary for credit and post-credit management, we may request
confirmation of the status of transactions and assets, as well as the submission of balance
sheets, profit and loss statements, etc.

@ In the event that a counterfeit or altered card is lent by the Company, the Cardholder
shall cooperate with the Company's request for investigation, or the Company may collect
the card and issue a new card with a different membership number.

2. The corporate member and the card user shall make a firm commitment that the corporate
member and the card user do not currently fall under any of the following and do not fall
under any of the following in the future.

D Boryokudan or companies/organizations related to Boryokudan

@ A person who is a member of an organized crime group or a person for whom five years
have not passed since leaving an organized crime group

@ Gang semi- constituent

@"Sokaiya" racketeer groups, groups engaging in criminal activities under the pretext of
conducting social campaigns or political activities,and crime groups specialized in
intellectual crimes

(® The symbionts referred to in each of the preceding items (including persons who have a
relationship with a person referred to in each of the preceding items that is to be socially
condemned;)

® Any other person equivalent to any of the preceding items.

3. A corporate member or a card user shall make a firm commitment not to engage in any act
that falls under any of the following items by himself or herself or through a third party.
@ Violent demands
@ Unjust demands beyond legal responsibility
@ Use of fraud, violent acts or threatening words, etc.

@ The act of spreading rumors, using fraudulent means or using force to damage our
reputation or obstruct our business

(® Acts such as communicating that the organization or person concerned is an antisocial
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force or that the organization or person concerned is an antisocial force
©® Any other act similar to any of the preceding items
4. Where a corporate member or card user is specifically suspected of falling under the preceding
two paragraphs, we may suspend the use of the card and request a report on such matters.
In the event that we request such a report, a corporate member or card user shall submit a

report to us within a reasonable period of time.

(Agreed Jurisdictional Court)

Article 20 In the event of the necessity of litigation between a corporate member or card user
and us, regardless of the amount of litigation, the summary court or district court having
jurisdiction over the address of the corporate member or card user, the place of purchase,
and the location of our head office, branch offices, or business office shall be the exclusive

jurisdiction of the first instance.

(Application of the Governing Law and the Criminal Proceeds Transfer Prevention Law)

Article 21 All applicable laws concerning contracts between a corporate member and a card user
and us shall be governed by the laws of Japan.

2. If the confirmation at the time of transaction under the "Act on Prevention of Transfer of
Criminal Proceeds" is not completed within the prescribed period of our company, we may

refuse to issue the card or restrict the use of the card.

(Changes to the Bylaws)
Article 22 In the event of any of the following, the Company may amend this Agreement.
(D When the content of the change conforms to the general interests of a member
corporation and a card user
@ When the contents of the change are not contrary to the purpose of the transaction
pertaining to this Agreement and are reasonable in light of the necessity of the change,
the appropriateness of the contents after the change, and other circumstances pertaining
to the change
2. In the event of any amendment to this Agreement pursuant to the provisions of the preceding
paragraph, the Company shall notify corporate members and card users of the contents of
this Agreement after the amendment, as well as the effective date thereof, by publicizing
such information on our website.Any changes pursuant to Item 2 of the preceding clause
shall be communicated to the public in advance by the time when the revised Agreement

becomes effective.
mmmShopping service clause mmm

(Card Usage)

Article 23 The card user shall purchase goods and provide services by presenting the card to the
Member Shop listed in each of the following items, inputting the security code into the
designated terminal, or signing the prescribed sales slip with the same signature on the

card (hereinafter referred to as the "Shopping Service").You can receive.Provided, however,
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that shopping services may be provided to stores, sales floors, products, or services that we

consider appropriate by entering a security code or other means of operation designated by

us instead of presenting a card or signing a sales slip.

(D Franchised stores that have signed a contract with us

@ Franchised stores with which credit companies, financial institutions, etc. affiliated with
us have signed contracts

(® Domestic and overseas franchisees contracted by credit card companies, financial
institutions, etc. that are members of international affiliated organizations

2. The card user shall be entitled to receive shopping services for stores, sales floors, or products
and services that the card user deems appropriate by omitting the entry of a PIN or
signature on the sales slip, or by notifying the card information instead of presenting the
card.

3. Cardholders shall not use their cards to purchase current banknotes or coins. The Cardholder
shall not use the Card for the purchase of goods or services for the purpose of converting
them into cash.

4. In the event of the cancellation of the shopping service, we shall follow the prescribed

procedures and shall not refund in cash.

(Contact with Member Shop, etc.)

Article 24 When using the card of the card user, we may receive an inquiry from the Member
Shop or we may make an inquiry to the Member Shop in the same way.At this time, we may
give the following answers, confirmation, and instructions to the Member Shop, which the
card user shall accept.

@ To respond to inquiries from the Member Shop regarding matters deemed necessary by
us.

@ The presenter of the card may confirm the identity of the card user.

@ The use of the card may be declined if the card user's use of the card violates this
Agreement, may violate this Agreement, or is suspicious.

@ In the case referred to in the preceding item, the Member Shop may suspend the loan of
the card to the card user and return the card to us through the Member Shop.

(® Some products, such as precious metals and cash vouchers, may be restricted from using
the card.

® When the Member Shop receives the service continuously by registering the Member
Number, etc. in advance with the Member Shop, such as the communication fee, etc., the

Member Shop may be notified of the change of the Member Number, etc.

(Advance Payment or Assignment of Claims)

Article 25 We shall pay on behalf of the Member Shop arising from the shopping service on
behalf of the Member Shop based on the consignment of the Corporate Member and the
Card User, and the Corporate Member and the Card User shall approve the payment in
advance without objection.The corporate member shall pay to us the claim for
reimbursement that we acquire from the corporate member by advance payment.

2. The amount of the claim for reimbursement that we acquire pursuant to the preceding
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paragraph shall be the total amount of the sales slip, etc. pertaining to the shopping service

used by the card user at the Member Shop.In the event there is no sales slip, the total

amount shall be the total amount of the indicated price of the goods or services, and in the
event of mail order sales, the total amount shall be the total amount of the postage and
other charges.

3. Notwithstanding the preceding two paragraphs, at the merchant store designated by the
Company, the Company shall assign the claims of the merchant arising from the Shopping
Service to the corporate member and card user at any time and in any manner, and the
corporate member and card user shall approve in advance any of the following cases. The
merchant, credit card company, financial institution, etc. shall omit individual notification
to or request for approval from the corporate member and card user with respect to the
assignment of claims.

(D The Member Shop assigns to us.

@ Assignment of the receivables assigned by the Member Shop to a credit company or
financial institution that has partnered with us to us.

@ Transfer of receivables that the Member Shop has assigned to a credit company or
financial institution that is a member of an international tie-up organization to us
through an international tie-up organization

4. The amount of receivables to be received by Us pursuant to the preceding paragraph shall be
the same as the amount set forth in Paragraph 2.

5. Whenever using a card, a corporate member or a card user shall approve that the Member
Shop shall not assert any defense rights that the Member Shop has with regard to the

assigned receivables pursuant to Paragraph 3 by using the card.

(Classification of Payment)
Article 26 Payment for the use of the shopping service by the card user shall be paid once in

principle.

(Title to Goods)

Article 27 Ownership of the goods shall be transferred from the merchant to the Company when
the Company makes an advance payment to the merchant for the debt owed to the merchant
arising from the use of the Shopping Service (or, if Article 25(3) applies, when the Company
has acquired the claim from the merchant). The Company shall allow the ownership of the
goods in question to be transferred from the merchant to the Company and retained by the

Company until the debt for the goods in question is paid in full.

(Differences between samples, catalogues, etc. and actual products)

Article 28 When a card user makes an application from a sample, catalog, etc. to a Member Shop
and the goods, rights, or services provided are different from the sample, catalog, etc., the
card user may request the Member Shop to exchange the goods or cancel the sales contract,
etc. with the Member Shop.

(Dispute with Member Shop)
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Article 29 All disputes regarding the goods purchased or services received through the use of the
card shall be settled between the corporate member or the card user and the Member Shop,
and we assume no responsibility.Also, whether or not we resolve the matter will not be a

reason for our refusal to pay the charges for use.

(Special Clause on ETC Cards)
Article 30 Handling of ETC cards shall be in accordance with the provisions of ETC Card Special
Clause.
